Feast of the Epiphany 
 
On the feast of Epiphany, thoughts go back to the visit the 
Magi paid to the Christ Child.  Epiphany means the revela-
tion of the Messiah’s coming to the Gentiles, which the 
Magi represent.  This emphasizes the universal purpose of 
Jesus’ birth.  The three kings offered gifts:  Casper – gold; 
Melchior – frankincense; Balthasar – myrrh.  Traditionally, 
these gifts were symbols of homage in the East.  These gifts 
have come to symbolize the destiny of Jesus: gold for His 
royalty; frankincense for His divinity; myrrh for His suffer-
ing and death.
