A Message from Msgr. Thomas Maloney

Dear Parishioners,

Father Leon was away this past week, and he
asked me to fill in for him by providing the Pastor’s
message for the Bulletin. I wanted to provide an up-
date on the work of the newly formed Evangelization
Committee.

Here is an imaginary conversation between Je-
sus and St. Greg’s Parishioner (let’s call him Greg):

Greg: “I want to remind you, Lord, about my
son in Denver and my daughter in Dallas. For some
time now, I have been asking you to lead them back to
the regular practice of the Catholic faith they were
raised in.”

Jesus: “I know of your deep concern for your
children. I share this concern. I have been working to
engage people in Denver and Dallas to get involved in
reaching out to people like your children and welcom-
ing them to their church services. To date, I have not
been as successful as I had hoped. Meantime, there is
something I want to ask you.”

Greg: “Sure, Lord. I am open to what you
ask.”

Jesus: “Well, you see, Greg, I get prayers like
yours every day. Right now, in fact, I have requests
from people in places like Denver and Dallas whose
children have grown up and moved to places like Am-
herst. I need people in Amherst to reach out to these
individuals who could be new members of their parish
families, people like you. Will you help?”

This imaginary dialogue ends with a question, and I
believe that is the question Jesus is asking the members
of St. Gregory the Great Parish. I am asking, in the
name of Jesus, will you help?

I am not asking you to join the Evangeliza-
tion Committee. I did that some weeks ago, and now
we have a dozen members. I am not asking you to “hop
on the Welcome Wagon.” 1 did that in April and now
we have six volunteers preparing to welcome new Am-
herst residents to the community, and to our Parish
Family.

I 'am asking you now to help in two ways. First,
make our Parish outreach part of your personal prayer
agenda. Ask God to make our efforts fruitful.

Second, sharpen your personal sense of hospitality.
Imagine someone reaching out to your child in a distant
city. If your child ventured to attend church, you would
hope and pray that he would be accepted, welcomed,
affirmed. That is the way we need to treat newcomers
to our parish liturgies. Ask yourself, “If I were a
stranger attending St. Greg’s for the first time, what
would I want to happen?”

Some ideas: Move in toward the center of your
pew, leaving room for newcomers on the aisle. Smile
and say hello to people you do not know. Make it a
point, at the sign of peace, to greet at least one person
who is unknown to you.

I 'am heartened and enthused by the response of
our people to the work of evangelization.
