FROM THE DESK OF BRIAN RUH - DIRECTOR OF EVANGELIZATION  
 A friend quipped, when she heard of my new role as Director of Evangelization at St. Gregs, “Good luck 
with that; especially with all that’s happening in the diocese.” And while I fully understood what she was saying, I 
quietly thought, “What better time to start?” 
 Did you know, Jesus established the Church to evangelize? This means, as followers of Christ, we are 
called to connect, welcome and engage others so as to share the good news of God.  Our first step is to connect 
with people and the easiest way to do this is to approach the people we already know and meet them where 
they’re at: in the home, at work, at the coffee shop or in the grocery store.  Fr. Thomas and the Welcome Wagon 
ministry are already connecting with those who recently moved into our parish neighborhood, and I am getting 
closer to reaching out to parishioners we have not seen in some time, to offer them a word of encouragement or 
invitation to join us again. And while it is good to invite the stranger we must not forget to evangelize those of us 
in the pews.   
 Our second step is to be welcoming. Most people join, stay or leave churches based on a sense of belong-
ing and a sense of community. Increasing our sense of belonging not only increases our engagement but also in-
creases our spiritual commitment. Are we welcoming and hospitable, not only to our visitors and guests but also 
to those we see every week?   We greet and acknowledge people all day long.  We do it on the phone, through e-
mail, texting and most importantly face to face.  Think for a moment about the friendly communications you’ve 
already engaged in today. We encourage you to simply use this natural ability and share it with members of our 
parish family.  
 The next steps involve a little more commitment from all of us, and please understand it takes time and 
patience; it is a matter of personal invitation and planting seeds. How do we engage ourselves and others? Maybe 
you have a friend who just lost a loved one and is in need of some spiritual and emotional comfort. We have a 
Grief and Loss Bereavement Ministry. (Continued on page 2)
