MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

My Dear Parish Family, as we celebrate this weekend
I invite you to reflect on the value of human life. Prob-
ably every day we are confronted with tragedies that af-
fect human life. As I write this article reflecting on the
loss of human life, we have the news of 19 deaths and
hundreds of casualties in Pakistan from an earthquake.
Reflections on the value of human life come forward
daily including senseless acts of aggression on our
streets, casualties of war, the mistreatment of the most
vulnerable of society, as well as a basic lack of respect
for each other as human beings. How do we truly value
human life?

Our respect for human life involves both lives within
and outside of the womb. As Catholic Christians we are
called to use our lives to serve and protect other peo-
ple’s lives. At times the bravest among us step forward
as martyrs to protect the life of the Church or another
person’s physical life. We should all remember St. Max-
imillian Kolbe who did just that during World War II in
Auschwitz. Last month we hosted the play about his
life.  People like the Servant of God, Dorothy Day,
gave her life as a social activist. She gave her life to aid
those outside the womb. The list is long, but I would be
remiss if I didn’t mention St. Mother Teresa of Calcutta
who worked daily to aid the poorest of the poor and
dying in India.

We must grow in a respect in our modern generation
for those who are struggling to live an authentically
Catholic life in the midst of discerning and having feel-
ings of being transgendered or same-sex attracted. I
believe we owe a huge apology to our brothers and sis-
ters who live with these orientations because of the
countless derogatory jokes and comments that have
been made at their expense. These are very hurtful and
lacking respect of their struggles. There is a tremendous
lack of respect for the human lives of our brothers and
sisters who identify as lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender
or questioning. It is our call as a Catholic people to
support our brothers and sisters who identify in these
ways and not to ridicule them.

It is my hope that someday the Church canonizes a saint
who can be a great role model of living the Catholic dis-
cipleship of Christ while embracing these identity is-
sues. For now, to truly respect life, we must love and
support our brothers and sisters in living a generous,
tulfilling and chaste life.

On the forefront today is the battle in New York
State over end-of-life issues. Currently we have the
New York Medical Aid in Dying Act under considera-
tion in both the Assembly and Senate. It was intro-
duced on January 23, 2017. Basically, the purpose of
the bill is to allow terminally ill patients to take self-
administered medication for the purpose of hastening
their death. I encourage you to read it and understand
this legislation. It is Bill Number A2383A in our state.

I believe that our basic respect for human life begins
with conception. The moment we go from “nothing”
to “something” is that moment of conception and al-
most immediate cell division taking place. It is interest-
ing to note that the egg of a bald eagle is protected un-
der the law since the Lacey Act of 1900 and has had
more protections added over the last century. At the
same time, the egg of a human being is not protected. It
seems we understand that a fertilized egg of a bald eagle
7s a bald eagle and is protected, but we do not recognize
that a fertilized egg of a human being is a human being.
Great Saints have emerged in choosing unborn human
life over their own, such as St. Gianna Molla. If you do
not know this great physician’s story, please look it up
and learn from her. The list of issues facing our society
regarding a respect for human life is long. I mentioned
a few above in detail, but the list includes bullying, the
misuse of prescription drugs (most notably the opioid
crisis), elder abuse, suicide, the fair distribution of re-
sources so that all people may simply be able to live, and
the constant calls for relief efforts in light of natural dis-
asters such as earthquakes, floods, hurricanes and more.
All of these issues concern human life.

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We need to reflect upon a consistent ethic of life.
This was a proposal from the late Cardinal Joseph
Bernadine.  Cardinal Bernadine put forward that
there is only one fundamental question to be an-
swered. That question is: “Do you support human
life or not?” He said, once you answer that funda-
mental question then every issue which affects human
life is also answered. His reasoning is simple: either
you consistently support life or you do not. These
are not isolated issues we confront in our lives, but
are fully related to one another.

Perhaps the reason we see so many issues facing
us in an increasing amount and intensity is that we are
now seeing generations born and raised with an edu-
cation that human life is disposable. It is logical to
conclude that if unborn human life is disposable, then
born life is disposable. If born life is disposable, then
my life is disposable and I can choose to dispose of
my own life or even someone else’s life if it suits me.
If we continue to promote a culture of death begin-
ning in the womb, then it stands to reason a culture
of death will also be promoted outside of the womb.

In our country we spend billions of dollars to ad-
dress many of the issues I stated above in order to
study their cause and how to solve them. I submit to
you the answer is simple and free: support human
life from conception to natural death. Once you
make that fundamental decision, a culture of life will
be restored and our youth will grow in a culture that
supports their lives and does not teach them to ques-
tion that gift. I believe we would see a decrease in
the use of artificial means to try to “feel good” about
an individual life or to terminate a life in any circum-
stance.

If any of these issues concern you, I invite you to
join me in standing for human life on Niagara Falls
Boulevard next Sunday, October 6t. There is in for-
mation in this Bulletin about our departure and re-
turn to St. Greg’s for this one hour, silent and prayer-
ful stand for human life. Please join me; life is too
precious not to come. May God bless you, our
Mother Mary watch over you and St. Gregory the
Great intercede for you, always.

SACRAMENTAL INFORMATION

Baptism, Reconciliation and Eucharist

for Older Children: Typically, children receive Bap-
tism as infants and prepare for the Sacraments of
Reconciliation and Eucharist when they are in
Grades 2 and 3. Occasionally, when this does not
happen, they need to prepare for these Sacraments
when they are older. Here at St. Gregory’s, we have
a process for these children and their families. Chil-
dren and their families and/or sponsors are placed in
a Children’s Catechumenate and the process is called
RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults).
Through this process, older children who have
missed any of these Sacraments will prepare to re-
ceive Baptism, Reconciliation, Eucharist and Confir-
mation as needed.

MASS CELEBRATIONS
IN AMHERST

Our Amherst community is blessed by many faithful
Catholics who participate in the Sunday Fucharist at
five churches: Saint Benedict, Christ the King, Saint
Gregory the Great, Saint Leo the Great and Saints Peter
and Paul. Each of these Parishes is less than 2 miles
from their neighbor.

At a recent meeting, we Pastors of these Parishes all
shared our difficulty in providing priests, music minis-
ters and liturgical ministers to sustain the current Mass
schedules in Amherst. Four of the five parishes now
have only one priest and the availability of priests for
weekend and/or emergency assistance is severely dimin-
ished. Furthermore, studying the Mass schedule survey
conducted by the Diocese in Spring 2018, we observed
that there was often a replication of Masses at the same
time resulting in more-than-half-empty worship spaces.

As Pastors our fervent desire is to provide vibrant
celebrations of the Eucharist and to offer a variety of
opportunities for Mass that can be sustained within the
Ambherst community. To achieve this we have agreed to
work together on coordinating our Mass schedules to
provide a sustainable variety of opportunities for the
Sunday Eucharist without needless duplication. We will
be reaching out to lay leaders in our community for
their input.

We believe that if each Parish reduces the number of
Sunday Masses by one, and creates Mass schedules that
accommodate individual Parish Ministerial needs with-
out duplicating neighboring schedules, we will be able
to sustain a variety of Mass opportunities for our Am-
herst community.
