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A Reflection on the Priesthood
by Msgr. Thomas F. Maloney

Back in the spring of 1968, I was prepar-
ing for my ordination to the priesthood. I
wanted to provide a remembrance card for
folks attending my ordination and First Mass. 1
wanted the message to convey my own under-
standing of what it means to be a priest. 1
came upon this quotation from Father Karl Rah-
ner, S.J., who was one of the leading scholars
at the Second Vatican Council. It is as relevant
in 2018 as it was in 1968.

“The priest is not an angel sent from
Heaven. He is a man chosen from among you,
a member of the church, a Christian. Remain-
ing man and Christian, he begins to speak to
you the Word of God.

"This Word is not his own. No, he comes
to you because God has told him to proclaim
His Word. Perhaps he has not entirely under-
stood it himself. Perhaps he adulterates it. But
he believes, and despite his fears, he knows he
must communicate God’s Word to you. For
must not some one of us say something about
God, about eternal life, about the majesty of
grace in our Sanctified Being? Must not some
one of us speak of sin, the judgement and the
mercy of God?

“So, my dear friends, pray for him. Car-
ry him so that he might be able to sustain oth-
ers by bringing to them the mystery of God’s
love revealed in Jesus Christ”.

I am grateful to you for your prayers and
your words of support and affirmation for me
and my brother priests, especially these last
few months.
